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Annual Sector Review-Achievements in 2016 and way forward 2017

Ramallah — On 10-11 May 2017, the Annual Sector Review of the Education Sector in
Palestine took place at the Ministry of Education and Higher Education (MoEHE). This yearly
event is a platform of dialogue bringing together the main education actors in Palestine to
take stock of the developments made in the past year and make recommendations for the
future.

Preceding the event, the MoEHE organized several school visits earlier this week on Monday
8 and Tuesday 9 May for all education stakeholders, with a focus on Vocational and
Technical Education (TVET), Information and Communication Technology (ICT) and Inclusive
Education. This was an opportunity for the visitors to have a look on how TVET is being
integrated in the general education for grades, 7 to 9 at the Jaba’ Girls Secondary school in
the Jerusalem suburbs. At the Mukhmas school, it was shown how digitization provided
evidence of increased participation among students.

In his opening remarks, his Excellency the Minister of Education and Higher Education Dr.
Sabri Saidam was very happy to be together here today to discuss the developments on the
implementation of recommendations that were put forward last year and said that in the
past year the Ministry has worked especially hard on TVET, digital education, merging pre-
school education in the school system and for all education to become free of charge. He
further emphasized to the group that we really treasure your insistence and continous efforts
to support us and respect you for respecting the Palestinian people and their challenges. The
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list of achievements wouldn’t have been possible without your continuous support and
patience. It shows that we are delivering, but with you we are winning.

Ms. Karita Laisi, Head of Development Cooperation of the Representative Office of Finland,
speaking as the co-chair and on behalf of the Joint Financing Partners reiterated that despite
all the challenges, in many ways, education is a success story in Palestine. Our aim is to
further make this meeting a good constructive discussion and a forum for inspiration. Dr.
Lodovico Folin- Calabi, UNESCO Representative to Palestine highlighted the role of this
forum as an active platform where policy and decision makers, donors and partners,
effectively engage in policy dialogue and monitoring/evaluation-related debate with a spirit
of common endeavor and mutual commitment.
